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T he celebration of a major milestone often provides an impetus to pause, reflect, 
and take stock. This was certainly the case with MeHAF in 2025, as we celebrated 
a quarter century of the foundation’s existence, inspiring us to look back on our 

collective work to advance our mission of promoting access to quality health care and 
improving health for everyone in Maine.

Typically, our Annual Report provides a look back at our work the previous year, 
highlighting programs and themes that have been resonant to us. We’ve worked to keep 
the core of that function alive this year, through our 2025 grants list and statement of 
financial position. But we thought it appropriate to use this milestone year to center the 
voices of those community partners, past and present, who are the central driving force 
behind any progress we are able to advance.

We reached out to grantee partners from across the years and asked them to tell us 
about some of the most important projects they have led and the ways in which they 
have seen their relationship with us evolve. We also asked for their insights into the most 
significant victories and setbacks for health access they have experienced in the first 
quarter of this century.

What we heard in response to these questions reaffirms our commitment to continually 
striving to be the best partner we can, operating with the core principles of trust and 
solidarity at the forefront, and centering directly-impacted leadership. It is striking 
that we have such an incredible ecosystem of organizers, advocates, providers, and 
other community leaders doing the hard work of advancing health equity and access 
across our state, and it is humbling to have the privilege and responsibility to align our 
resources behind these inspiring voices. We hope to do justice to those voices in the 
pieces we share here.

We commit to do all we can over the next quarter century to deepen our learning on how 
to be in partnership and genuine relationship with grantees and communities across 
Maine. Through that learning, we believe we can make even greater strides in advancing 
our mission and values to foster a healthier, more equitable and just system of care and 
support that truly serves all of us. With such vital partners, we trust that we have the tools 
to make it happen together.

25 Years of Grantee Work and Impact



W hen we invited grantees to provide reflections for our 25th Annual Report, we first asked 
about the length of their relationship with us and to share how it had changed over time. 
We heard from organizations ranging from those we have worked with for 20-plus years to 

those who have been engaged with us for less than five. 

Some of our longest-standing partners shared that while many of our foundational focuses have not 
changed since our first grants in 2002, we have expanded our perspective on what the term “health” 
encompasses as we have evolved over the decades. We heard consistently from grantee partners 
across the board about the value we have been able to provide beyond grant dollars. While resourcing 
important health-focused organizations, leaders, and projects with grants is at the core of what we 
do, it is the connections and networks we have helped to foster, the thoughtful partnership we have 
worked to provide, and the technical assistance and learning opportunities we have offered that 
featured most prominently in grantee reflections.

A number of respondents acknowledged our growing efforts to prioritize funding work led by directly-
impacted communities, to base our grantmaking in trust, and to move away from a transactional to a 
more relational approach to our grantmaking. Several called out our increased usage of unrestricted, 
multi-year funding, along with reporting and learning processes based on conversation and connection 
between our staff and leaders doing the work on the ground as welcome examples of this theme. We 
know we have space to learn and grow even further in all these respects, and we will use this rich set of 
feedback to continue to refine our approach with the goal of improving the experience that both long-
time partners and brand-new ones have as we move into our next quarter century.
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I began working with MeHAF as a subcontractor on a planning grant in 2019. 
Since then, I’ve been the lead on two Systems Improvement and Innovation 
Responsive Grants. I’ve seen MeHAF evolve towards making all funding 
community-informed at a minimum, with the most value placed on community 
driven projects.

Reflections on Relationships with MeHAF
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The York Hospital Recovery Center has provided medication-assisted treatment to more than 220 patients. 
We now have protocols in place to fully integrate medication(s) for addiction treatment within the continuum 
of care, including the hospital’s Emergency Department and Primary Care practices. MeHAF support was 
instrumental to our success - not only through grant funding - but also through learning collaboratives, 
evaluation programs, and community-building efforts focusing on substance use disorders.

We recently received one-year funding to support our essential and successful cross-sector emergency 
response network serving the Maine Highlands. This funding is helping us to establish a part-time 
Community Health Worker and to begin to implement our long-term plan to cultivate multiple strands of 
public/private funding to support this work, which has proven essential in our region.

MeHAF funded the development and refinement of our Community Health Services Access Needs 
Assessment and Solutions model of finding and addressing health services access barriers in community 
and frontier environments. This model is now being reviewed as a nationwide model for optimal community-
engaged health access program development.

GRANTEE VOICES  From Our Partners’ Point of View

The creation of the health clinic funded by MeHAF remains one of the most important investments in Preble 
Street’s history. The clinic was an early example of meeting people where they are by integrating health 
care into a trusted community setting. Over time, as community needs evolved, that space transitioned 
from a solely direct clinical setting into the MaineHealth Preble Street Learning Collaborative in partnership 
with Tufts Medical School. The Learning Collaborative not only provides direct service to people with acute 
health, substance use disorder, and mental health needs, it is a place where providers, researchers, medical 
students, policymakers, and people with lived experience come together to strengthen systems, inform 
legislation, and improve health outcomes statewide.

We launched the Healthy Neighborhood Canvassing Program in Biddeford and Sanford to talk to Mainers at 
their doors about the range of services we provide and how to access those services. Canvassers, including 
staff and volunteers, share information and provide educational materials about the range of services 
available. A key goal of these canvasses is to spread the word that everyone can access compassionate, 
nonjudgemental care, regardless of ability to pay.

We’ve been able to fulfill a long-held dream – we have created an experimental program that opens up 
dental, optometry, and nutritional consults for our free clinic patients. We’re still putting protocols in place, 
but the program is active.

MeHAF supported our efforts to sustain 24/7 urgent care access in our most rural site, Jackman Community 
Health Center. This work helped us secure a larger grant from the U.S. Health Resources and Services 
Administration. Our pilot project involving the use of telemedicine and paramedics in our primary care site to 
provide urgent care 24/7 received national attention and continues to save lives today.

Projects and Their Lasting Impacts 
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MeHAF funding has been critical to our MotherComfort Doula Initiative. With MeHAF’s support, we have been 
able to empower BIPOC and immigrant women to become certified doulas. This initiative has not only helped 
cultivate professional skills and income opportunities for BIPOC/New Mainer women, but has also helped 
reduce maternal health disparities and ensure that people giving birth are seen, heard, and cared for during 
one of the most important moments of their lives.

One of the most transformative initiatives MeHAF has supported for Maine’s Community Health Center 
network was its investment and support in advancing behavioral health integration. This effort accelerated 
the statewide shift among health centers toward integrating behavioral health and primary care, 
fundamentally reshaping how care is delivered to patients. Through a two-year collaborative, MeHAF provided 
critical financial resources, peer-to-peer learning opportunities, and technical assistance that equipped health 
centers with the tools and shared expertise needed to make integrated care a sustainable reality.

MeHAF funding allowed the Mi’kmaq Nation to do two tribal-wide health surveys – the first in 2014 and the 
second in 2019. These surveys and their analysis provided a great deal of important information about the 
health and health needs of the community, and allowed for comparisons over that time period, not only 
among members of the Tribe, but also comparisons with the State and National statistics.

MEHAF provided Maine Family Planning with a significant grant to help us launch Health on Wheels, a 
mobile medical unit. The unit serves Mainers experiencing substance use disorder and/or housing insecurity, 
people who will not or cannot visit a bricks-and-mortar doctor’s office. Several years of funding provided 
critical ongoing support during the early years of this project, as we figured out how to best serve this 
complex and vulnerable population.

MeHAF funding allowed us to build the Landing Pad. The project, a comprehensive support system, bridges 
life inside prisons to life in the community through engaging incarcerated people at Mountain View 
Correctional Facility in weekly theater programs, with 10-12 young men per session creating and sharing 
original work.

The community component of the project cultivated a robust peer support network that has become a 
critical lifeline for people returning home. We hosted regular gatherings designed to build relationships and 
belonging that supported participants' mental health. We’ve been able to provide emotional and strategic 
mentoring, connections to healthcare and resources, legal advocacy, and emergency funding for basic needs.

Projects and Their Lasting Impacts 
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MeHAF’s inclusion of our organization in its Advocacy cohort was a game-changer. This allowed us to grow 
to a staff of two, and eventually three, all with the same $25,000, or more importantly the predictability of 
it! This created stability in our organization and allowed for the kind of support we needed to slowly grow 
other sources of revenue.

Behavioral health integration (BHI) has grown so that there are more clinicians providing more clinical 
services across the system over time. A number of specialty practices have also integrated over time. MeHAF 
funding allowed us to develop, test, and begin implementation of a program that has become a national 
model. It also allowed us to work with a number of organizations outside of MaineHealth that have also been 
successful in implementing BHI in a sustainable way.

Because of MeHAF’s support of a needs assessment, the Maine Veterans’ Dental Network (MVDN) was 
formed in 2021, which provided grant-funded oral healthcare to veterans who cannot afford to pay out 
of pocket and don’t have any form of dental insurance. Over the past five years, MVDN has served 1,989 
veterans and provided 3,743 dental procedures. What started as a pilot program and initially provided a 
$500 grant per veteran has grown to 23 dental clinics in our network.

We were able to explore the complexities of creating a region-wide community paramedicine program 
that included community health advocacy from Healthy Peninsula. This design was directly responsive to 
several community assessments that illuminated the gaps in our local healthcare systems. Although COVID 
derailed this project and several of the emergency medical service partners were unable to rebuild their 
community paramedicine services, we continued to explore the community health advocacy support that had 
been a successful part of the project. We were able to build an entirely new project on the lessons learned 
in our MeHAF Rural Health Transformation grant, and – when the time was right – MeHAF recognized the 
value of the work and funded the launch of that project as part of a Systems Improvement and Innovation 
Responsive grant, Bridging Neighbors. MeHAF funding has deepened our community relationships, allowing 
us to learn and create targeted approaches that are more and more responsive to community needs.

Projects and Their Lasting Impacts 
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One of the most important “projects” funded by MeHAF is a firm financial foundation on which to build. 
We have also benefitted by having a consultant advise us regarding recruitment and retention activities to 
bolster our staff and volunteer numbers.

The current MeHAF funded project focuses on understanding and addressing barriers to investments in 
projects that address social determinants of health in Maine. Through this work, Coastal Enterprises, Inc. and 
partners are analyzing how impact investments can supplement existing resources that address barriers 
such as child care, transportation, and housing. This project directly advances CEI’s mission to build a just, 
vibrant, and climate-resilient economy by helping us identify where targeted investment and community 
development efforts can most effectively support low-income and rural communities.

Affirming Behavioral Health’s mission is to deliver behavioral health care to adolescents and adults 
from marginalized communities residing in rural Maine. We are a new startup organization, and we have 
established a clinic in Hampden, Maine, with the objective of delivering outpatient care locally as well as a 
robust telehealth capability statewide. After working for over two years in the implementation phase of our 
project, we have secured a provisional license as well as a leased facility in Hampden. It has been a long 
effort, supported by a group of dedicated people. However, none of this would have been even remotely 
possible without the help, guidance, and financial support of MeHAF, who has been our leading benefactor, 
and we have them to thank for their continued support of our efforts.

Spurwink has implemented and expanded the Greater Portland Addiction Collaborative Pilot: Contingency 
Management for Stimulant Use Disorder. At a time when stimulant use disorder was increasing statewide 
and few effective treatment options existed, MeHAF’s investment enabled Spurwink to pilot Contingency 
Management. The program was designed to reach individuals facing significant barriers to treatment, 
including homelessness, repeated hospitalizations, and complex health conditions, and was implemented 
in close partnership with hospitals, recovery organizations, health centers, and municipal agencies across 
the Greater Portland region.

GRANTEE VOICES  From Our Partners’ Point of View

F inally, we asked grantees to share their perspectives on the biggest victories and biggest 
setbacks for health access and community health in Maine over the last 25 years. We heard a 
great deal of agreement on a few of the top themes, both the good and the bad. 

Many noted significant setbacks in both our care delivery systems and an ever-changing federal 
funding landscape. Our grantees have seen, and continue to see, rural hospitals and other care 
providers narrowing their scope of services and even disappearing altogether, accelerated by the 
challenge of growing workforce shortages, among other factors. 

Many partners shared their concerns about the escalating, aggressive attacks on our safety net support 
systems and on the nonprofits that provide critically important services. Many also described the current 
moment as one of the greatest setbacks, sharing the struggle of operating in an environment where 
funding is becoming scarcer and is being restricted in ways that undermine community health.

There were two landmark events noted nearly across the board, one a major victory for access 
to care and the other one of the biggest challenges Mainers faced this century – the passing and 
implementation of the Affordable Care Act (ACA) and MaineCare expansion and the COVID-19 
pandemic. The ACA and MaineCare expansion were long, hard-fought battles that led to significant 
gains in coverage and access. And though we have moved beyond the initial crisis of COVID-19, its 
ripple effects continue and will persist long into the future. 

There is also recognition across the state of the positive, growing focus on addressing the social 
determinants of health, ensuring strong, ongoing state-level support for comprehensive reproductive 
health, and fostering harm reduction and improved care and access for those with substance use disorder. 
Within these areas, we heard about the power of collaboration and community engagement: cohorts built, 
communities gathered, and knowledge and support shared have all been important drivers of progress.

Over the past 25 years, Maine has made meaningful progress in recognizing that 
health does not exist in isolation. There is now a broader understanding that stable 
housing, food security, addressing trauma, and community connection are essential 
to health outcomes. The growing embrace of harm reduction and the inclusion of 
people with lived experience in policymaking represent important victories.

Overall, while Maine has made meaningful progress over the past 25 years, 
sustaining and expanding these gains remains tied to federal-level changes.

Our biggest setback as a healthcare system, very tangibly, was the pandemic. This 
massive disruption in access to ongoing care and systems set healthcare back at 
least 10 years.

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W hen we put out the call for feedback to grantees from the last 25 years, 
we were unsure how many would respond. We were pleased to hear from 
a significant and diverse set of people: representing small and large 

organizations, those that have had one and those that have had many MeHAF grants, and 
organizations we first funded within the last five years to some that received grants in 
2002, our very first year of grantmaking. 

We received over 25 pages of collective text from your responses, more than we could 
include in this one report. Though we had to consolidate, condense, and combine some of 
this to fit into our 25th Annual Report, we look forward to publishing the full responses of 
each grantee who answered the call in a separate document in the future. 

We hope you find that this report conveys your passion, care, insight, and the impact that 
your organizations achieved with some measure of our support over the last 25 years. 

As a philanthropic organization, we must navigate the complexities of the power that comes 
with control of wealth. We are confident that we can have the greatest impact by transferring 
that power to directly-impacted people to the greatest extent possible, and by seeking 
ways to exercise our own power in alignment behind them when needed. We know that our 
grantees, now and in the future, will continue to respond to evolving and changing needs 
in our communities. We commit to evolving and changing alongside you. We will continue 
to look to you to advise us, to challenge us, to inform us, and to allow us the ability to be a 
partner in the work that you do.

One thing that those outside of MeHAF rarely get to see is the unique, birds-eye view of 
all the innovative, exciting, impactful work that the collective of our grantees does year to 
year that we as staff, Board Trustees, and Community Advisory Committee members get to 
witness. It is rare in any meeting that the work of our grantee partners isn’t recognized and 
lifted up as a source of hope. This report is a small effort to share a bit of that vantage point 
on the broader cross-section of work to drive health equity and access in Maine.

From the MeHAF staff, Board of Trustees, and Community Advisory Committee, past and 
present, we thank you. We look forward to building on our relationships and creating 
new ones that will continue to advance our mission to promote access to quality health care, 
especially for those who are uninsured and underserved, and improve the health of everyone in Maine.
